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Grading/Assessments


	Students are assessed both informally and formally.  Anecdotal records, running records, formal tests, etc. are part of a multiple measure approach to assessment.  All formal tests are sent home within a few days for your review and must be returned to school with parent signature. 


	Trimester report card grades in academic areas are based on progress toward grade level standards using letter grades A, B, C, D, or F.  Work habits and citizenship grades are grades as U, S.  





FYI:


( Please remember that it is very important that your child arrives on time (in line when the bell rings) and attends school each day.  Remember, a note must accompany a student following any absence.  Should your child need to be away from school for a period of several days to several weeks, for reasons other than illness, please contact the office and “Independent Study” material will be provided so your child will not fall behind in their work.  This must be done at least a week in advance.

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Homework:


Homework is a very important part of the learning process.  It is a valuable step in teaching students to become responsible for their own learning.  It will never be new material, but rather a review or continuation of concepts already covered in class.





Homework will be assigned Monday through Thursday.  Thirty to forty minutes should be set aside each night for homework time, in addition to reading for 30 minutes.  Every student should have a “Homework” folder and if possible a Patriot Planner.  These items need to go home every night and the students need to bring them back to class everyday.  





I expect a 100% return on homework.  Homework will be checked every morning as soon as class begins.  Students are given credit for completing assignments and can earn rewards over a period of time.  Students who do not complete their daily assignments will receive an F on their HW assignment. 








Homework Reinforcement:


Reading at home is a crucial part of your child’s daily homework.  They should be reading a minimum of 30 minutes daily, including the weekends.  Research shows that the greatest thing you can do to improve children’s reading ability is to provide them with time and enjoyable materials to read!


Assisting your child in mastering addition, subtraction, and especially multiplication facts through 12’s with flash cards and games is essential!
